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1.  Prol ogue   ( please donôt skip)  

This book is a direct result of an  encounter with God, honestly 

not an easy one but an encounter with His correction.   Not 

everything in this book relates to the correction but I have to 

include all chapters to keep a healthy balance not allowing it 

to fall over to the one side or the other, prayerfully read this 

book.  

As a trained pastor and someone who is called for the 

prophetic I can understand the dangers of becoming an 

executioner, of not always speaking in love , and of falling 

hard when God pulls  that false security out from under you. I 

can understand it, but I never thought I would fall victim to it 

and get reprimanded for it nor have to be restored from it, 

but I did, and I was, and I had to be.  

This book is an honest reflection on what the Lor d broke open 

to me through the loving correction of my own brother  and 

the loving reassurance that God loves me still and His grace is 

sufficient, even for me.  

I have been guilty of enabling and of executing in my life and 

now I am writing this as a comme nt on what I fee l the Lord is 

saying about this.  As I am typing this I know that I do not 

have the full picture and I am still human an d open to 

mistakes, so please read the book, pray about the book , and 

decide for yourself what to take and what to leave.  If you take 

something you shouldnôt have God will remove it from your 

theology and if you reject something you should have taken 

God will confirm the words again through another source so 
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my standpoint is not to influence you but to challenge you, on 

what  we just accept as normal and right in the Body of Christ.  

I will refer to different  verses in different places but a lot of 

what I say will be based on the account in Genesis 31. Feel 

free to read it first in  your favourite Bible  translation before 

you r ead further.  

I will be referring to other  authors in this book;  I will only give 

the authors name and book and not q uote from books directly 

for  copyright  reason s. Just to make it easier to follow I will 

paste the whole of Genesis 31 from the KJV in this section and 

then refer to it later on in the book piece by piece.

And now, [though] thou wouldest needs be gone, because thou sore 

longedst after thy father's house, [yet] wherefore hast thou stolen 

my gods?  (31)  And Jacob answered and said to Laban, Because I 

was afraid: for I said, Peradventure thou woulde st take by force thy 

daughters from me.  (32)  With whomsoever thou findest thy gods, 

let him not live: before our brethren discern thou what [is] thine 

with me, and take [it] to thee. For Jacob knew not that Rachel had 

stolen them.  (33)  And Laban went i nto Jacob's tent, and into 

Leah's tent, and into the two maidservants' tents; but he found

(39)  That which  was torn [of beasts] I brought not unto 

thee; I bare the loss of it; of my hand didst thou require it, 

[whether] stolen by day, or stolen by night.  (40)  [Thus] I was; in 

the day the drought consumed me, and the frost by night; and my 

sleep departed from  mine eyes.  (41)  Thus have I been twenty 

years in thy house; I served thee fourteen years for thy two 

daughters, and six years for thy cattle: and thou hast changed my 

wages ten times.  (42)  Except the God of my father, the God of 

Abraham, and the fear of Isaac, had been with me, surely thou 

hadst sent me away now empty. God hath seen mine affliction and 

the labour of my hands, and rebuked [thee] yesternight.  (43)  And 

Laban answered and said unto Jacob, [These] daughters [are] my 

daughters, and [these]  children [are] my children, and [these] 

cattle [are] my cattle, and all that thou seest [is] mine: and what 

can I do this day unto these my daughters, or unto their children 

which they have born?  (44)  Now therefore come thou, let us make 

a covenant, I a nd thou; and let it be for a witness between me and 

thee.  (45)  And Jacob took a stone, and set it up [for] a pillar.  (46)  

And Jacob said unto his brethren, Gather stones; and they took 

stones, and made an heap: and they did eat there upon the heap.  

(4 7)  And Laban called it Jegarsahadutha: but Jacob called it 

Galeed.  (48)  And Laban said, This heap [is] a witness between me 

and thee this day. Therefore was the name of it called Galeed;  (49)  

And Mizpah; for he said, The LORD watch between me and thee , 

when we are absent one from another.  (50)  If thou shalt afflict my 

daughters, or if thou shalt take [other] wives beside my daughters, 

no man [is] with us; see, God [is] witness betwixt me and thee.  

(51)  And Laban said to Jacob, Behold this heap, and  behold [this] 

pillar, which I have cast betwixt me and thee;  (52)  This heap [be] 

witness, and [this] pillar [be] witness, that I will not pass over this 

heap to thee, and that thou shalt not pass over this heap and this 

pillar unto me, for harm.  (53)  The God of Abraham, and the God of 

Nahor, the God of their father, judge betwixt us. And Jacob sware 

by the fear of his father Isaac.  (54)  Then Jacob offered sacrifice 

upon the mount, and called his brethren to eat bread: and they did 

eat bread, and tarr ied all night in the mount.  (55)  And early in the 

morning Laban rose up, and kissed his sons and his daughters, and 

blessed them: and Laban departed, and returned unto his place.  
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2.  Love God above all  

 

"Teacher, which command in God's Law is the most import ant?" 

Jesus said, "'Love the Lord your God with all your passion and 

prayer and intelligence.' This is the most important, the first on any 

list. But there is a second to set alongside it: 'Love others as well as 

you love yourself.' (Matthew 22:36 -39)  

 
As I type this my heart meditates on these words. Love the 

Lord your God above all else. There is a saying in Christian 

circles, seek God and not the things of God, well it basically 

puts in a nutshell what is in my heart about this.  

God is the source, He is  love, He is life, He is everything, but 

we tend to miss that at times, sometimes we get so involved 

in ñour ministriesò and ñour anointingò and ñour mantlesò that 

we forget what it is all about, sharing the l ove of God, 

reaching the broken -hearted , restor ing, learning, teaching, 

mentoring.. But above all it is about listening to Gods heart 

and becoming more Christ like.  

Many peo ple who have become most Christ - like are people 

that were never known  in their own time , never stood on 

stages, never preached a s ermon in their lives but just loved 

God and wanted to live as close to and pleasing to Him as 

possible.  

Some of these brothers / sisters have been recorded in the 

history of time like Brother Law rence (Read: The Practice of 

the Presence of God) and Madame Guyon (Several books)  but 

most you would not recognize one day in Eternity when you 

meet them .  
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Maybe God will gracious ly allow them to write their lif e stories 

for the libraries in Eternity that we might read them a nd grow 

from it as we will spend all E te rnity growing and learning and 

I woul d like to read some of these lif e stor ies.  

Loving God above all else also includes the second section 

that is referred to as equally important, loving your neighbour 

as yourself, this flows forth from the first section  because it is 

directly influenced by it. Why do I say that?  

Because we are all formed in Godôs image, we all are image 

bearers of God and if we see Him in others and ourselves as 

we are suppose d to , we will love them as ourselves and love  

ourselves becaus e we will know that we are loving the image 

of God.  

And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: 

and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the 

fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over 

ev ery creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth.  (27)  So God 

created man in his [own] image, in the image of God created he 

him; male and female created he them. (Genesis 1:26 -27)  

 
Note that God created male and female both in His image, not 

just male...  enough said on that topic.  

We tend to look at others and ourselves through the eyes  of 

enablers or executioners at times (chapter 3) instead of just 

speaking the truth in love (chapter 6) due to our own roots 

(chapter 4).  

Ok I might be getting ahead of myself so let me start at  this ï 

Godôs image  is in you  and in every one around you (not just

saved brothers and sisters, His image is in all, eve n those that 

donôt know Him yet. Each of us has to have a personal 

encounter with Jesus Christ and accept Him p ersonally as our 

Lord and Saviour but even the u nsaved are created in His 

image,  created to have dominion and to rule over the earth .)  

Why do we not love others as ourselves? B ecause we very 

often donôt love ourselves. Why  do we often not love 

ourselves? B ecause we judge ourselves based on what our 

roots tell us we are instead of seeing the image of God within 

us and loving ourselves just as He cre ated us and just as He 

loves us:  in His image.  

Many times we are trying to change things about ourselves 

not be cause we truly need it but because we think we will 

love ourselves and accept ourselves more if we were thinner, 

fatter, had a different hair colour, different nose, more 

tattooôs, less tattooôs,  more piercings, less piercings etc etc . 

While we are honest ly actually insulting the One that created 

us in that image because He created you as you are and said 

ñit is goodò, you are perfect for Him just the way you are so 

we cannot insult His judgement by degrading the image of 

Him in us.  

Just a quick recap : Go d made you as you are. God loves you 

as you are.  God loves every person  you will ever meet as they 

are. S o why do we b ecome enablers and executioners?  

Because we exalt ourselves above the image of God due to 

pride and insecurity. Before the re  was languages , skin colour, 

hair colour e tc.  there was the image of God so no matter who 
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you are or where youôre from, you fall in that category, 

created in the image of God.  
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3.  Enablers and executioners  

And he heard the words of Laban's sons, saying, Ja cob hath taken 

away all that [was] our father's; and of [that] which [was] our 

father's hath he gotten all this glory.  (2)  And Jacob beheld the 

countenance of Laban, and, behold, it [was] not toward him as 

before.  (Genesis 31:1 -2)  

What is an executioner  ï those that judge not rightly, those 

that exalt themselves above the grace of God, those that will 

not forgive even though God has forgiven already , those that 

think others ñfall shortò of Godôs grace while God says His 

grace is always enough and will al ways come through in our 

weakness .  

And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength 

is made perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory 

in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me.  

 (2 Corinthians 1 2:9 )  

 
Laban and his sons were being executioners, they knew that 

Jacob had worked hard for Laban for many years , yet they 

judged him as a thief, as one stealing their inheritance. And 

even the countenance of Laban became hard toward Jacob, 

he began despis ing him.  

What was Godôs will in this situation? 

And the LORD said unto Jacob, Return unto the land of thy fathers, 

and to thy kindred; and I will be with thee.  (Genesis 31: 3)  

God was saying, ñthis season is overò (chapter 14) and it is 

time to move on, b ut Laban and sons felt they were being 
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robbed on the one side, and Jacobôs wives felt that what Jacob 

took is rightly theirs on the other side, even going so far as to 

steal household god statues from their father. Laban and his 

sons were being executioner s, Rachel and Leah were being 

enablers, and they  had their own agenda for agreeing with 

Jacob.  

 

(14)   And Rachel and Leah answered and said unto him, [Is there] 

yet any portion or inheritance for us in our father's house?  (15)  

Are we not counted of him strangers? for he hath sold us, and hath 

quite devoured also our money.  (16)  For all the riches which God 

hath taken from our father, that [is] ours, and our children's: now 

then, whatsoever God hath said unto thee, do.  (Genesis 31:14 -16)  

If Jacob had j ust listened to the Lord he would have known 

that God would have taken him out of his father in lawôs 

house safely with everything that he possesses and taken him 

to a new season in his life and he would not have fled like a 

thief in the night fearing retr ibution.  

(17)  Then Jacob rose up, and set his sons and his wives upon 

camels;  (18)  And he carried away all his cattle, and all his goods 

which he had gotten, the cattle of his getting, which he had gotten 

in Padanaram, for to go to Isaac his father in the land of Canaan.  

(19)  And Laban went to shear his sheep: and Rachel had stolen the 

images that [were] her father's.  (20)  And Jacob stole away 

unawares to Laban the Syrian, in that he told him not that he fled.  

(21)  So he fled with all that he had;  and he rose up, and passed 

over the river, and set his face [toward] the mount Gilead.  (22)  

And it was told Laban on the third day that Jacob was fled.  (Genesis 

31:17 -22)  
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Rachel and Leah were  not busy giving Godly counsel to their 

husband they enabled and encouraged him to steal away, 

thus taking themselves and their children out of Labanôs 

house without giving him the proper opportunity to greet his 

children and grand -children knowing that he would probably 

never see them again.  

The defining moment , for me , is in verse 24, read it at  least 

two times over and you will see something without me 

needing to point it out.  

And God came to Laban the Syrian in a dream by night, and said 

unto him, Take heed that thou speak not to Jacob either good or 

bad.  (Genes is 31:24)  

Did you see it?  

Yes you didé  

God said to Laban, see that you do not speak anything to 

Jacob, good or bad.  

What was God saying, ñspeak the truth in love to your son in 

lawò, tell him how it looked when he left, tell him how it made 

you feel, tell  him what is really in your heart, but do not 

speak good (do not enable him by pretending he did nothing 

wrong , do not cover his sin ) and do not speak bad (do not 

execute him because you feel hurt  or angry ) just speak the 

truth in love, and that is exactly  what Laban did.  

Jacob was wrong for sneaking away like a thief in the night 

denying Laban the chance to greet and bless his children and 

grandchildren and God was not going to allow Jacob to believe 
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what he did was right, God wanted Jacob to know what he  did 

wrong.  

But the grace of God was enough for him for Laban spoke his 

mind and then s till blessed and released Jacob. H e did not try 

to hold him back, he did not try to be an executioner by trying 

to trick or punish him or by attacking Jacobôs name, he just 

spoke the truth in love.  

 

So many times we are very fast to speak the truth (or at least 

the little section of the truth we know , for we all see only but 

a little piece and God alone seeôs the whole picture) without 

even thinking of how it will affec t others and we end up 

enabling and crucifying those that God still says to ñMy grace 

is enough for you tooò. 

We do not judge by grace but by hurt and anger or insecurity 

and end up hurting those and sometimes even pushing away 

from God those that God just  wanted to pick up in His arms 

and say ñYou know what, what you did was wrong or not 

completely right but I love you with an everlasting love and 

My Sonôs blood covers this event and yes my Grace is enough, 

so come let me restore and heal you and bring you  to another 

place and season where I can use you again to be fruitful .ò  
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4.  Roots and branches  

Branches  

 I will delve more into  branches in chapter 14 ñSeasons are  

from God ò, but I want to mention it now because it is just as 

important as roots.  

He cuts off every branch of me that doesn't bear grapes. And every 

branch that is grape -bearing he prunes back so it will bear even 

more.(John 15:2)  

 
 
You yourself are a branch but also every area of your life, 

every relationship, everything that pertains to your life is also 

a branch because you are planted in God.  

Some branches have become dead and not fruit bearing 

anymore because their season is over, in other words you are 

holding on to things and people you should have let go of 

already, because of this you are  suffering, youôre not bearing 

fruit as you must because you waste so much time and 

energy trying to revive dead wood instead of focusing on the 

fruit -bearing branches .  

Those times God as our loving Father comes in and 

purposefully cuts of the branch, why?  

So we can let go, for our branches become entangled with the 

branches of others and we cannot see past that, we hold on 

because we believe that those dead branches might become 

fruit bearing again in the future but they wonôt, their dead, 
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and their d ead for a reason, itôs not their season to grow and 

bear fruit anymore.  

So is it painful when God cuts those branches off? Yes , most 

of the time it is. Sometimes He gives us a clear answer and 

we say, ñyes Lord cut it ò and He cuts it off and we walk away 

from s easons / people / ministries etc.  with a bit of sadness in 

our hearts but  with enthusiasm for the future.  Sometimes we 

refuse to listen and He cuts it off bluntly, through 

misunderstandings or miscommunication or arguments , and 

unfortunately those ti mes our own executing natures will 

probably get nasty with some people while our enabling 

natures will justify some others that should not be justified. 

And we and others most probably will get hurt, not because 

God wants you to get hurt but because you tr ied to push ñlive 

feeling tissueò back into a dead branch to try to keep alive 

what God has deemed as ready to be cut off. I will go into a 

bit more detail on this in chapter 1 4 but for now letôs get to 

roots.  

Roots  

That he would grant you, according to t he riches of his glory, to be 

strengthened with might by his Spirit in the inner man; That Christ 

may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye, being rooted and 

grounded in love, May be able to comprehend with all saints what 

[is] the breadth, and length, an d depth, and height; And to know 

the love of Christ, which passeth knowledge, that ye might be filled 

with all the fulness of God.  

(Ephesians 3:16 -19)  
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What are we suppose d to be rooted in for us to become 

mature, to know the greatness of Godôs love for us and others 

(that will eliminate enabling and executing others and 

ourselves because we will see people as God seeôs them, 

remember what we talked about in His image. ) for us to be 

filled with the fullness of Christ thus truly becoming Christ 

like. Love.  We need to be rooted and grounded in Godôs love. 

Not just have your roots in it but be so deeply rooted in it that 

you are pulled down to the ground, grounded, stable, not 

wavering, not being tossed to and fro, solid.  

But unfortunately we are most times o nly partly rooted in love 

and the other part is rooted in lies. Insecurity, fear, hatred, 

pride, wrong mindsets, jealousy, wrong theology, 

misconception, half truths  etc.  are often what we push our 

roots into. Why? Because we are by nature either self 

dest ructive or self preservative and only Gods love can 

penetrate our d eepest of deeps and destroy the,  trying to 

ñsave our livesò and bring us to the point where we cling to 

Him and Him alone and He roots us firmly.  

Why are wrong roots so bad?  

Ok I can just see a frown or two about that statement but 

some people really donôt understand how bad these roots are 

for us.  

So why are wrong roots so bad?  

Because your roots are  what feed  you, what anchors you, 

what holds you down when lifeôs storms come blowing past. 
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And as the saying goes ñgarbage in, garbage outò or as the 

Bible  says:  

For as he  thinketh  in  his  heart,  so is he..  (Proverbs  23:7a)  

 
When we are rooted in these wrong things our mindsets are 

wrong, we will openly and without second thought execute 
others and enable others without seeing what God wants you 

to see, the bigger  picture and His Grace that is all - sufficient.  
 
Again, I am not , nor will I ever say keep quiet about sin, but 

what God says is this..  
 

Son of man, I have made thee a watchman unto the  house of 

Israel: therefore hear the word at my mouth, and give them 

warning from me. When I say unto the wicked, Thou shalt surely 

die; and thou givest him not warning, nor speakest to warn the 

wicked from his wicked way, to save his life; the same wicked  [man] 

shall die in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at thine hand. Yet 

if thou warn the wicked, and he turn not from his wickedness, nor 

from his wicked way, he shall die in his iniquity; but thou hast 

delivered thy soul. Again, When a righteous  [man] doth turn from 

his righteousness, and commit iniquity, and I lay a stumblingblock 

before him, he shall die: because thou hast not given him warning, 

he shall die in his sin, and his righteousness which he hath done 

shall not be remembered; but his b lood will I require at thine hand. 

Nevertheless if thou warn the righteous [man], that the righteous 

sin not, and he doth not sin, he shall surely live, because he is 

warned; also thou hast delivered thy soul. (Ezekiel 3:17 -21)  

 
 
When God shows you somethi ng in someone elseôs life your 
first question is this, is this to pray about (chapter 7) or is this 

to speak about (chapter 6) . 
When God says pray you donôt speak to the person, you donôt 
let them know what you have seen, you donôt make it a topic 
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for a ñprayer groupò thereby actually just using it as an 

excuse to gossip, you and you alone take this into your prayer 
closet  and you grab onto it in prayer until God gives you 

release from it.  
If God tells you to talk about it, you do so in love with that 
pers on alone, never executing or enabling, never making sin 

less than sin, and never making grace less than grace, just 
telling the truth in love, once. If that person ignores you, your 

hands are clean and you walk away from the situation and go 
and pray about  it  if you still feel led to , if that person hee ds 
your wa rn ing you pray with them for forgiveness and you 

forget about the situation, never to mention it again, for so 
many times we are loving in the moment but afterwards when 

our ñfleshò kicks in we become judgemental and gossipy, this 
is also not of God.. If  God says that sin is forgiven and 
washed away as if it never existed, that is exactly what it is 

and who are we to try and deny others grace when we 
ourselves so desperately need grace every day.  

 
 

Ye shall do no unrighteousness in judgment: thou shalt not respect 

the person of the poor, nor honour the person of the mighty: [but] 

in righteousness shalt thou judge thy neighbour. Thou shalt not go 

up and down [as] a talebearer among thy people: neither  shalt thou 

stand against the blood of thy neighbour: I [am] the LORD. Thou 

shalt not hate thy brother in thine heart: thou shalt in any wise 

rebuke thy neighbour, and not suffer sin upon him. (Leviticus 

19:15 -17)  

 

If any man see his brother sin a sin [whi ch is] not unto death, he 

shall ask, and he shall give him life for them that sin not unto death. 

There is a sin unto death: I do not say that he shall pray for it. All 

unrighteousness is sin: and there is a sin not unto death.  

(1 John 5:16 -17)  
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And as fa r as sunrise is from sunset, he has separated us from our 

sins.(Psalms 103:12)  

 
So how do we pull out the bad roots and become fully rooted 
in God, and in His love, so that we will at all times speak from 

His love and Grace?  
 
We pull out the roots not fro m Him, we chop it out, we ask 

God to help us, we deal with our insecurities and pride (that is 
also rooted in insecurity), we let go of wrong mindsets and 

theologies, and we allow God to purify us so that when we 
look in the mirror we will see Jesus and no t the product of a 
bad past and when we speak we will speak as Jesus and not 

as an enabler or executioner. God wants nothing more than 
for us to be 100% rooted in His love, and He will always help 

those that open their hearts to Him and ask Him to cleanse 
them and change them.  
God knows everything about you but He doesnôt judge or 

reject you, He still comes with His grace to heal you, the only 

question is when He knocks , will you open the door?  

Behold, I stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voi ce, 

and open the door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and 

he with me. To him that overcometh will I grant to sit with me in my 

throne, even as I also overcame, and am set down with my Father 

in his throne. He that hath an ear, let him hear w hat the Spirit saith 

unto the churches. (Revelation 3:20 -22)  

 
 

For ye were sometimes darkness, but now [are ye] light in the Lord: 

walk as children of light (Ephesians 5:8)  

Indeed, the darkness shall not hide from You, But the night shines 

as the day; The darkness and the light are both alike to You. 

(Psalms 139:12)  
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5.  Walking in the Spirit  

[There is] therefore now no condemnation to them which are in 

Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the 

Spirit.(Romans 8:1)  

 

We often hear people referring  to this, but we need to read 

the whole thing in context with the rest of the Bible , no where 

does this verse above claim we must live like disembodied 

spirits just floating from one ñspiritual experienceò to the 

next.  

God made angels as spirit beings, the n He made animals as 

flesh and then He made man, spirit living within flesh. I 

cannot stress enough how many people have been hurt by 

wrong teachings about this. You often hear some say ñdonôt 

be so Heavenly minded that your no earthly goodò and others 

say  ñdonôt be so earthly minded that your no Heavenly goodò, 

but both are rooted in truth.  

Your spirit needs to commune with God as angels do, live in 

His presence, spend time with Him, adore Him, worship Him, 

but your flesh needs to do the things meant for us here on 

earth, eat, sleep, have intercourse with your spouse (I say 

spouse, as in partner in a heterosexual marriage, nothing 

else) have fun, relax, read, play, laugh, because all these 

things are needed for us to survive, and they are God given 

gifts  and all these things influence our spiritual state of being . 

Even in the time of Paul there were those that misquoted the 

Bible  and led others into a life of suffering while it was not 

from God. Paul warns about this:  
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Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that  in the latter times some 

shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and 

doctrines of devils; Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having their 

conscience seared with a hot iron; Forbidding to marry, [and 

commanding] to abstain from meats, which God hath created to be 

received with thanksgiving of them which believe and know the 

truth. For every creature of God [is] good, and nothing to be 

refused, if it be received with thanksgiving: For it is sanctified by the 

word of God and prayer. (1 Timothy 4:1 -5)  

 
 
Paul says those that try to deny you to marry or to eat certain 

foods are departed from their faith, and are actually under the 
influence of seducing spirits and devils. Does it sound to you 
like God wants you to have  these experiences on earth? O f 

course He does, itôs part of what makes us so unique, spirit in 
flesh, we need to understand how both fit together to be what 

He wants us to be. You are not an angel and you ar e not an 
animal, you are human -spirit in flesh.  
 

Husbands, love your wives, ju st as Christ also loved the church and 

gave Himself for her, that He might sanctify and cleanse her with 

the washing of water by the word, that He might present her to 

Himself a glorious church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such 

thing, but that she sh ould be holy and without blemish. So 

husbands ought to love their own wives as their own bodies; he who 

loves his wife loves himself. For no one ever hated his own flesh, 

but nourishes and cherishes it, just as the Lord does the church. For 

we are members of His body, of His flesh and of His bones. "FOR 

THIS REASON A MAN SHALL LEAVE HIS FATHER AND MOTHER AND 

BE JOINED TO HIS WIFE, AND THE TWO SHALL BECOME ONE 

FLESH." This is a great mystery, but I speak concerning Christ and 

the church. Nevertheless let eac h one of you in particular so love his 

own wife as himself, and let the wife see that she respects her 

husband. (Ephesians 5:25 -33)  
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The act of love and compassion between a husband and a 

wife is so important that God compares it to Christ ôs love for 

His Bride, it is such a n important part of life, how can anyone 

fall into the wrong mindset that itôs a sin to love your spouse 

and en joy each otherôs love and touch. It is a gift from God 

given to us to get our minds to start wrapp ing around the 

ultimate real ity -  the love of Christ  -  for that is far , far deeper 

even than human love. Anyone that disputes this point should 

read ñSongs of So lomon ò several times.  

Walking in the Spirit means you will not fulfill the lusts of the 

flesh but walking in the Spirit al so means that you will discern 

those things that are distinctly meant for humans and accept 

them and embrace them and participate in them for what 

they are, physical acts pointing to a spiritual reality, love in 

action, life, gift s from God.  
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6.  Judge  as He would  (Speak the truth in love)  

That we [henceforth] be no more children, tossed to and fro, and 

carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, 

[and] cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive; But 

speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which 

is the head, [even] Christ: (Ephesians 4:14 -15)  

 

By mercy and truth iniquity is purged: and by the fear of the LORD 

[men] depart from evil. (Proverbs 16:6)  

 
Jesus never said sin is ok, and we must neither,  but He does 

correct in love, His grace is enough, even though ours 

sometimes isnôt. 

We need to learn to not judge or justify, not executing or 

enabling,  just speaking the truth in love, and if a brother / 

sister ignores what you say you give it to God and  ask Him to 

bring someone else to come and speak the truth in love.  

Jesus went unto the mount of Olives. And early in the morning he 

came again into the temple, and all the people came unto him; and 

he sat down, and taught them. And the scribes and Pharis ees 

brought unto him a woman taken in adultery; and when they had 

set her in the midst, They say unto him, Master, this woman was 

taken in adultery, in the very act. Now Moses in the law commanded 

us, that such should be stoned: but what sayest thou? This they 

said, tempting him, that they might have to accuse him. But Jesus 

stooped down, and with [his] finger wrote on the ground, [as 

though he heard them not]. So when they continued asking him, he 

lifted up himself, and said unto them, He that is without s in among 

you, let him first cast a stone at her. And again he stooped down, 

and wrote on the ground. And they which heard [it], being convicted 

by [their own] conscience, went out one by one, beginning at the 

eldest, [even] unto the last: and Jesus was lef t alone, and the 

woman standing in the midst. When Jesus had lifted up himself, and 
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saw none but the woman, he said unto her, Woman, where are 

those thine accusers? hath no man condemned thee? She said, No 

man, Lord. And Jesus said unto her, Neither do I c ondemn thee: go, 

and sin no more. Then spake Jesus again unto them, saying, I am 

the light of the world: he that followeth me shall not walk in 

darkness, but shall have the light of life. (John 8:1 -12)  

 
 

The Pharisees and scribes were executioners; they wa nted to 

punish this woman for her adultery, no mercy, no grace, just 

punishment. Often we find ourselves in this situation, we look 

and judge and forget grace and love, and we  want to be 

executioners, why? Because by executing someone else for 

their sin we  are often trying to get that same sin out of our 

hearts. Many people feel guilty about things in their  hearts 

and when they see someone else doing it they lash out, angry 

mobs, but why? Because the other ôs sin reminds them of a 

part inside themselves that  hasnôt been dealt with, they get 

angry because they are reminded of their own flawed 

characters and try to execute the ñoffenderò because it makes 

them feel like they are dealing with what is inside them . Other 

times they do it because they are self enabl ing and just trying 

to hide from the light of God.  

They are looking in a mirror. It may not be the same sin but 

the sin they see in others reminds them of the sin in 

themselves and they either crucify others to try and ñpunishò 

the sin out by their own wo rks or they try to justify their own 

enabling by putting blame on the other while washing their 

hands in ñinnocenceò.  
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Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye make clean 

the outside of the cup and of the platter, but within they are full of  

extortion and excess. [Thou] blind Pharisee, cleanse first that 

[which is] within the cup and platter, that the outside of them may 

be clean also. Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for 

ye are like unto whited sepulchres, which indeed appear  beautiful 

outward, but are within full of dead [men's] bones, and of all 

uncleanness. Even so ye also outwardly appear righteous unto men, 

but within ye are full of hypocrisy and iniquity. (Matthew 23:25 -28)  

 
Works will never change us, it will only chang e what is 

outside, the Spirit of God truly changes us. Many people 

become Christians and go for years without dealing with the 

inside, they become white washed, they look and talk and 

walk the pa rt but in their hearts bitterness, hate, jealousy, 

pride, ins ecurity. Jesus says, woe to you.. He says you need 

to fear living like that, forget about the outside appearance, 

let God work in your heart and truly clean you and then the 

clean will start showing outside eventually, do not white wash 

a grave, do not put  a plaster on a festering sore, seek healing 

from God.  

But we need to see something else form this part in John 8, 

Jesus told the women she is forgiven but also said:  ñGo, and 

sin no more.ò 

Jesus was not being an executer like the Pharisees and he 

was not  being an enabler pretending she did nothing wrong, 

He forgave her and said, go and sin no more. He spoke the 

truth in love, He knew what she did was wrong but showed 

her that His grace is sufficient for her but also that grace must 

never become an excuse to sin.  
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Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through 

our Lord Jesus Christ: By whom also we have access by faith into 

this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God.  

(Romans 5:1 -2)  

 

What shall we say then? Shall  we continue in sin, that grace may 

abound? God forbid. How shall we, that are dead to sin, live any 

longer therein? (Romans 6:1 -2)  

 
Christ likeness never justifies sin but always has grace 

towards a sinner. Speaking the truth in love so our brothers / 

sisters may overcome sin and walk in victory.  

I have to add this following section else I will be not bringing 

balance. We need to understand that we see in part. When we 

have a ñfeelingò about someone or about a ministry we 

sometimes automatically assume th ere is something wrong 

there, but this is not of God.  

We need to get to God about this, maybe you donôt feel 

comfortable in a church, that doesnôt necessarily mean thereôs 

something wrong with the church, it could mean that you are 

not meant to be there a nd God wants you to move on and 

then you misinterpret the feeling as a warning of falseness.  

Or, you have a ñcheck in your spiritò about someone, and 

assume thereôs something wrong while it might be God urging 

you to start  praying for someone and you assu me thereôs 

something wrong with them.  

We need to grow to maturity, not jumping to conclusions but 

letting a season or thing come to fullness before we judge 

what the ñcheckò was about..  
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7.  Keep it in prayer  

I have mentioned this before but this is important  enough to 

repeat it, if God shows you something in someone elseôs life 

that He wants you to pray about, keep it in prayer. In other 

words, keep your mouth shut.  

Gossip is not from God, neither manipulation, neither hatred, 

so if your words are not kept i n your heart and in prayer you 

are doing the work of the accuser of the brethren (the devil) 

and you better repent pretty fast, for God does not take it 

lightly when you do so. If you have to speak, speak in love. If 

you have to pray, pray and keep it to y ourself.  

If any man see his brother sin a sin [which is] not unto death, he 

shall ask, and he shall give him life for them that sin not unto death. 

There is a sin unto death: I do not say that he shall pray for it. All 

unrighteousness is sin: and there is  a sin not unto death.  

 (1 John 5:16 -17)  

 

The only sin unto death is blasphemy of the Holy Spirit, so 

you actually have a  lot of praying to do for your brothers / 

sisters around you. And God watches to see if you will honor 

His request or break His trust a nd slander your brothers / 

sisters with what you were meant to pray about in private .  

Look at you! You trivialize religion, turn spiritual conversation into 

empty gossip. It's your sin that taught you to talk this way. You 

chose an education in fraud. (Jo b 15:4 -5)  
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8.  Enablers becoming victims  

This is a vicious cycle, those who enable due to insecurity etc , 

are busy enabling executioners, and because these 

executioners are getting the ñrecognitionò and ñsubmissionò 

and power from these enablers they go more  and more on a 

power trip becoming more aggressive in their judgment and 

control.  

This is not of God, God created all equal, none to be enablers 

and other executioners. All are equal before God.  

Trust me, I'm giving you undiluted truth; believe me, I know  these 

things inside and out. "It's true that God is all -powerful, but he 

doesn't bully innocent people. (Job 36:4 -5)  

 

Deliver me, O my God, out of the hand of the wicked, out of the 

hand of the unrighteous and cruel man. (Psalms 71:4)  

 

For ye are all the children of God by faith in Christ Jesus. For as 

many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ. 

There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there 

is neither male nor female: for ye are all one in Christ Jesus. And if 

ye [be] Christ's, then are ye Abraham's seed, and heirs according to 

the promise. (Galatians 3:26 -29)  

 

He treated us as equals, and so made us equals. Through him we 

both share the same Spirit and have equal access to the Father. 

(Ephesians 2:18)  
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But with me it is a very small thing that I should be judged of you, 

or of man's judgment: yea, I judge not mine own self. For I know 

nothing by myself; yet am I not hereby justified: but he that 

judgeth me is the Lord. Therefore judge nothing before the time,  

until the Lord come, who both will bring to light the hidden things of 

darkness, and will make manifest the counsels of the hearts: and 

then shall every man have praise of God.  

(1 Corinthians 4:3 -5)  

 

Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children b y Jesus 

Christ to himself, according to the good pleasure of his will, To the 

praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath made us accepted 

in the beloved. In whom we have redemption through his blood, the 

forgiveness of sins, accor ding to the riches of his grace.  (Ephesians 

1:5 -7)  
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9.  Executioners becoming monsters  

The other side of the coin is also true, as mentioned before, 

the more ñpowerò a executioner has over people through 

manipulation the more power he / she wants and the more 

radical an d reckless he / she becomes in treating others, the 

more willing he / she becomes to step on others to keep 

control over enablers because the power they have over the 

enabler makes them feel special, ñmore anointedò, of a 

ñhigher callingò than others etc.  

It becomes an addiction, feeding on insecurity and feeding 

pride more and more.  

Unfortunately the ñpowerò and ñauthorityò these executioners  

start ñexhibitingò pulls the enablers, they come crawling just 

to be told how to live and what to do by these exe cutioners 

because itôs easier for them to be pawns in someone elseôs 

power games than to seek God for themselves.  The only 

reason for this is because they feel unworthy of coming to 

God themselves and would rather have someone else 

approach God on their be half.  

And they said unto Moses, Speak thou with us, and we will hear: but 

let not God speak with us, lest we die. (Exodus 20:19)  
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Many people still have this mindset, thinking it is only the 

òman of Godò that can hear Godôs voice or speak to God whil e 
God clearly states:  
 

And they shall not teach every man his neighbour, and every man 

his brother, saying, Know the Lord: for all shall know me, from the 

least to the greatest. For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, 

and their sins and their ini quities will I remember no more. In that 

he saith, A new [covenant], he hath made the first old. Now that 

which decayeth and waxeth old [is] ready to vanish away.  

(Hebrews 8:11 -13)  

 

Executioners are also more prone to using scripture as a 

ñwhipò to bring others ñinlineò with their ñvisionò and to curb 

ñrebellionò. I will refer to this in chapter 17 so I will leave it 

there for now.  

 

I have a special concern for you church leaders. I know what it's like 

to be a leader, in on Christ's sufferings as well as the coming glory. 

Here's my concern: that you care for God's flock with all the 

diligence of a shepherd. Not because you have to, but because you 

want to please God. Not calculating what you can get out of it, but 

acting spontaneously.[ Not bossily telling  others what to do, but 

tenderly showing them the way. (1 Peter 5:1 -3)  

 

And it shall come to pass in the last days, saith God, I will pour out 

of my Spirit upon all flesh: and your sons and your daughters shall 

prophesy, and your young men shall see vision s, and your old men 

shall dream dreams: And on my servants and on my handmaidens I 

will pour out in those days of my Spirit; and they shall prophesy.  

(Acts 2:17 -18)  
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10.  And then some  

This is just a footnote on the previous two chapters, this 

whole story can become quite  entangled and we really need 

to pray and discern concerning a situation.  

It is possible for enablers to enable themselves by justifying 

their sin  and overcoming their insecurity by starting to build a 

wall of pride around them  thus becoming e xecutioners  

because itôs easier than dealing with the pain of healing from 

insecurities.  

It is possible for executioners to enable other executioners 

because in return it enables them to be executioners standing 

in the shadow of the ñbiggerò executioner thus allowing them 

to keep doing what theyôre doing without pulling too much 

attention to themselves. Itôs kind of like Saul holding the 

coats and grinning while the other Pharisees stoned Stephen 

to death. Youôre just as guilty.  

It is possible for an execu tioner to masquerade as a victim to 

just get the ammunition they need to go back and execute 

others.  

And so on and so forth.  And then some.  
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11.  Boundary stones ï set them up  

(45)  And Jacob took a stone, and set it up [for] a pillar.  (46)  And 

Jacob said  unto his brethren, Gather stones; and they took stones, 

and made an heap: and they did eat there upon the heap.  (47)  

And Laban called it Jegarsahadutha: but Jacob called it Galeed.  

(48)  And Laban said, This heap [is] a witness between me and thee 

this  day. Therefore was the name of it called Galeed . (Genesis 

31:45 -48)  

Boundaries are important (there are many books out there 

regarding boundaries, find one and read it) .  

Setting up boundaries is saying  -  this is where my personal 

space ends and that is w here yours begin s, up to here is my 

relationship with God and I will not accept you overstepping 

my boundaries and telling me how to speak to God , I accept 

your input but the moment you become controlling or 

demanding , I will ask you to step back and I exp ect you to 

respect it.  

You see , when we are boundary - less we are wide open for 

abuse  & manipulation and that is very dangerous, for we are 

setting ourselves up to be someone elseôs enabler and if it 

goes far enough and you at the end of the day can end up  a 

executioner and abuser themselves because they learn that 

that is what it means to be a ñgood Christianò, being 

someoneôs doormat..  

Eventually they pass on what they learned to the ñnext 

generationò of young, inexperienced Christians just hoping for 
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a ñman of Godò to notice them as then they will feel like they 

can overcome their insecurities and become ñmatureò. 

You need to be serious about boundary stones, you cannot set 

them up wishy washy and expect others to know where they 

are, you need to again s peak the truth in love, clearly saying, 

ñthis is not acceptableò, ñplease do not disrespect my request 

as I will have to then move the boundary further backò  

There are certain boundaries that are open for interpretation 

and you need to set them up prayerf ully, not being a bully or 

a pushover but being firm.  

Some boundaries are set in the Word and not following them 

will lead to only pain and heartache:  

Therefore a man shall leave his father and his mother and shall 

become united {and} cleave to his wife, and they shall become one 

flesh.  (Forsaking all others)  Genesis 2:24  

 

Two becoming one is a very important boundary that needs to 

be set, when a couple gets married they have to move back 

boundaries with friends of the opposite gender, way back and 

make ev ery person in their lives understand that that 

boundary is not negotiable.  

You cannot protect and respect your spouse fully while you 

are sharing pieces of your life with someone else;  your spouse 

cannot be your best friend if you have another friend of t he 

same gender that you confide in, you cannot become one if 

you have given pieces of yourself to others in mind or in 

heart.  
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You cannot protect yourself or your spouse when you are 

allowing someone else , who  is suffering from inferiority,  to 

look  for att ention and affirmation from you. It is only a matter 

of time before the other person starts to encroach on your 

marriage more and more and end up hurting your spouse with 

words and resistance just to prove they wonôt go away 

because they might have been ñthere firstò, I will go into 

more detail about this in chapter 14 ï Seasons are from God.  
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12.  Boundary stones ï do not move them  

Setting up boundaries is important , as I mentioned before -  

when we start moving them backwards , we allow others to 

encroach more and more and to take more and more control 

over our lives.  

It is also giving in to manipulation if we allow others to move 

our boundaries back;  we have all done this at times, feeling 

to o ñsorryò for someone to enforce a boundary we set and 

all owing that person to completely disrespect us and our 

loved ones.  

The truth is that person tries to force back the boundaries 

because they want to have control over you, and not because 

the y ñneedò your  input in their lives, they arenôt true friends, 

they  are selfish and want to control someone because it 

makes them feel less insecure  and less alone .   

They will also try to get to you through other people you 

know, t rying to find a side door into your life. When this start s 

happening be ready to se ver that  cord because that person is 

definitely busy trying to set up a soul tie, consciously or 

subconsciously.  

Often  they are closet executioners who  will try to infiltrate 

your life piece by piece and use slow manipulation to ñbreak 

downò your resistance and your spouseôs resistance to their 

encroachment  (infringement, violation, advance, intrusion)  so 

that they donôt have to deal with their own insecurities.  
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I have come to the realization that it is better to completely 

walk away from a friend who d oes not re spect boundaries 

than to allow your life and the lives of  your loved ones to be 

taken over and thrown in disarray .  

 These boundaries are set up by God and as long as we 

prayerfully seek Him we will set them correctly and protect 

them vigorously.  

In the l and the LORD is giving you, there are already stones set up 

to mark the property lines between fields. So don't move those 

stones. (Deuteronomy 19:14)  

 
Sometimes it seems hard to enforce boundaries due to our 
own experiences and what we grew up with, but s ome people 
learn the hard way to set boundaries and then it is too late to 

avoid the pain caused by not setting them up. We need to 
prayerfully seek the Lordôs wisdom in each situation; we need 

to be as wise as serpents and as gentle as doves, guarding 
tha t which God has entrusted us with.  
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13.  Boundary stones ï do not cross them  

(51)  And Laban said to Jacob, Behold this heap, and behold [this] 

pillar, which I have cast betwixt me and thee;  (52)  This heap [be] 

witness, and [this] pillar [be] witness,  that I will not pass over this 

heap to thee, and that thou shalt not pass over this heap and this 

pillar unto me, for harm.  (Genesis 31:51 -52)  

This is included in not moving boundaries but it is a bit more 

serious, overstepping boundaries is completely go ing too far, 

allowing things to get out of hand and putting yourself and 

your loved ones is serious danger of being hurt and abused.  

This is also the situation that someone will find themselves in 

when they are contemplating adultery or are about to step 

over the line.  

"You know the next commandment pretty well, too: 'Don't go to bed 

with another's spouse.' But don't think you've preserved your virtue 

simply by staying out of bed. Your heart can be corrupted by lust 

even quicker than your body. Those leer ing looks you think nobody 

notices -- they also corrupt. (Matthew 5:27 -28)  

 
This is also the situation when a friend or work associate 

seeks emotional validation from you and wants you to 

ñconsole themò because it makes them feel better about 

themselves  or wants to talk to you about their ñdreams, 

hopes and fearsò or about their relationship woes. This is a 

definite warning sign, back off from that person.  

They are basically asking you to commit emotional adultery 

and they see nothing wrong with it. The firs t warning signs of 

this can be someone who looks for excuses to make physical 
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contact, even if it is on the arm or shoulder, they are testing 

the waters to see how you respond.  

If this is a work associate it can become very tricky in dealing 

with this , bu t simply speaking the truth in love -  explaining to 

this  person that you have definite  boundaries in your life that 

you do not want overstepped -  in a calm  and unthreatening 

way , should solve the problem.  

If this does not help, the person has deep emotion al and 

psychological issues to deal with and your best bet would be 

to avoid this person as much as possible and keep 

conversation down to a bare minimum, even just what is 

considered civilized and nothing else, and then if that person 

tries to make the co nversation more personal you excuse 

yourself and walk off. You need to be firm on this point.  

God is especially incensed against these "teachers" who live by lust, 

addicted to a filthy existence. They despise interference from true 

authority, preferring to  indulge in self - rule. Insolent egotists, they 

don't hesitate to speak evil against the most splendid of creatures. 

Even angels, their superiors in every way, wouldn't think of throwing 

their weight around like that, trying to slander others before God. 

These people are nothing but brute beasts, born in the wild, 

predators on the prowl. In the very act of bringing down others with 

their ignorant blasphemies, they themselves will be brought down, 

losers in the end. Their evil will boomerang on them. They're so 

despicable and addicted to pleasure that they indulge in wild parties, 

carousing in broad daylight. (2 Peter 2:10 -13)  
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For the commandment is a lamp, And the law a light; Reproofs of 

instruction are the way of life, To keep you from the evil woman, 

From the flattering tongue of a seductress. Do not lust after her 

beauty in your heart, Nor let her allure you with her eyelids. For by 

means of a harlot A man is reduced to  a crust of bread; And an 

adult eress  will prey upon his precious life. (Proverbs 6:2 3-26)  

 

The mouth of strange women [is] a deep pit: he that is abhorred of 

the LORD shall fall therein. (Proverbs 22:14)  

 
 

Crossing boundaries obviously is not just about relationships, 

it can be about ministries, businesses, friendships, your 

house, actual ly every area of your life someone can cross the 

boundaries you set up and cause massive damage to you and 

your loved ones. Do not tolerate it.  
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14.  Seasons are from God  

 

To every [thing there is] a season, and a time to every purpose 

under the heaven : A time to be born, and a time to die; a time to 

plant, and a time to pluck up [that which is] planted; A time to kill, 

and a time to heal; a time to break down, and a time to build up; A 

time to weep, and a time to laugh; a time to mourn, and a time to 

dance; A time to cast away stones, and a time to gather stones 

together; a time to embrace, and a time to refrain from embracing; 

A time to get, and a time to lose; a time to keep, and a time to cast 

away; A time to rend, and a time to sew; a time to keep s ilence, 

and a time to speak; A time to love, and a time to hate; a time of 

war, and a time of peace. (Ecclesiastes 3:1 -8)  

 
When we start pushing  over  the boundary of seasons , forcing 

it back, we quickly find ourselves either in hot water or being 

ñcut looseò from that season by God.  

People come into our lives for a season and for a reason and 

when we refuse to let go of the person and season when itôs 

over we force God to cut it loose, to chop down the branch , to 

sever the cord.  

Think of a b aby, it has a  season to  be carri ed by the mother, 

breast fed etc  until it is a few months old  and that bond has 

been firmly established , but then that season is over and the 

next one must begin for that baby to become a toddler, then 

a young child e tc e tc.  

Can you thin k for yourself how unhealthy and un natural  it 

would be for a mother to walk down the aisles  of the local 

shopping centre with a seven  year old boy on her lap 

breastfeeding him as she walks along. Such a mother and 
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child would probably be good candidates fo r psychiatric 

evaluation and they will definitely be frowned  upon and 

pushed aside by society in general.  

But this is exactly what we do emotion ally and spiritually 

many times . God shows us to move on from a friendship, 

relationshi p, work place, home, mini stry e tc.  because the 

season is over , but we cling on because we are t oo afraid of 

the un known and we feel secure in where we are, even 

though it means God cannot bring to  us what His perfect will 

is for our lives till we let go of the things we ôre holding  onto.  

What happens eventually  is that  God in His mercy comes and 

cuts the cords for us because He does not want us to miss out 

on His perfect will for us.  

This brings us back to the issue of the pain of pruning . 

I t hurts when God shows us flaws in the li ves of others so that 

we will stop idolizing someone and be ready to move on.  It 

hurts when God puts a wall between you and someone 

causing t hat person to turn their back o n you and reject you, 

but He knows if He doesnôt do it we will not let go. It hurts to 

be falsely accused at work or to be  labelled  by a ministry 

while you didnôt do anything wrong, but God needs you to 

take your eyes o ff the now and look to the future.  

It hurts when God makes your company go bankrupt two 

weeks after you get married beca use He wants you to let go 

of the dying horse and cling onto the better plans He has for 

you , leaving you in your first month of marriage living of f your 

wifeôs salary because your money is all gone. (And  yes this 
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one happened to me ) Believe me you throw p ity parties of 

note on that one, it took me a while to wake up to just how 

much God blessed me by doing that, just how much He 

released me from a prison I had no other way out of.  

Crossing boundaries, trying to push into another season when 

we are not rea dy for i t , can be just as destructive . This results 

in p remature moves , feelings being hurt, people left confused, 

moving on a prophetic word that isnôt ready to be fulfilled, 

and falling flat on your face, crying out ñWhy God?òé But the 

time isnôt nearly ready for it. (Yes you guessed right , I have 

been there too .)  

It is very important to discern the seasons, to listen to the 

Lord, to be led by the guidance of the Holy Spirit instead of by 

your own desires.  

We need to patiently wait for guidance.  

And  thi ne ears shall hear a word behind thee, saying, This [is] the 

way, walk ye in it, when ye turn to the right hand, and when ye turn 

to the left. (Isaiah 30:21)  

 

And now, behold, I go bound in the spirit unto Jerusalem, not 

knowing the things that shall befal l me there: Save that the Holy 

Ghost witnesseth in every city, saying that bonds and afflictions 

abide me. But none of these things move me, neither count I my life 

dear unto myself, so that I might finish my course with joy, and the 

ministry, which I have  received of the Lord Jesus, to testify the 

gospel of the grace of God.  

(Acts 20:22 -24)  

 
When  you are moved by the Spirit of God, you know that no 

matter what a season holds , you will be ready to face it 
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because it is not in your own strength that you do this but in 

His.  

When I was a child, I spoke as a child, I understood as a child, I 

thought as a child; but when I became a man, I put away childish 

things.(1 Corinthians 13:11)  

 
We can never trust only our instinct or discernment;  we need 
to wait for cle ar answers from God. We all prophecy and know 
in part now, God did it this way so none of us shall ever 

become an island but will depend on the fellowship of the 
saints no matter in what form it comes to pray with us and for 

us.  
 

For we know in part and w e prophesy in part. (1 Corinthians 13:9)  

 

For now we see in a mirror, dimly, but then face to face. Now I 

know in part, but then I shall know just as I also am known.  

 (1 Corinthians 13:12)  

 

But this also means we cannot make premature judgments 

and decisi ons based on very little information. We need to 

grow and change in the season we are in so we will be ready 

to enter the next season when God brings it.  
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15.  Get o f f that boat Jonah  

 

Now the word of the LORD came unto Jonah the son of Amittai, 

saying, Ar ise, go to Nineveh, that great city, and cry against it; for 

their wickedness is come up before me. But Jonah rose up to flee 

unto Tarshish from the presence of the LORD, and went down to 

Joppa; and he found a ship going to Tarshish: so he paid the fare 

th ereof, and went down into it, to go with them unto Tarshish from 

the presence of the LORD. But the LORD sent out a great wind into 

the sea, and there was a mighty tempest in the sea, so that the ship 

was like to be broken. (Jonah 1:1 -4)  

 
The boat was almos t wrecked out at sea, the crew almost all 

lost their lives , and because of one reason -  Jonah should 

have never gotten on th at  boat.  

He realizes the seriousness of what he has done , when  in the 

middle of the ocean, God rock s and ra ttle s the boat , and  

ever yone is in danger  until he decides to get off  the boat . So 

he does what any ñsane person ò would not  do  in his situation, 

he got off. Instead  of pleading and begging with God,  he did 

the most insane thing you could think of , he asked to be 

thrown overboard into a stormy ocean. But why? Because 

Jonah was a prophet and knew God had come for him , he had 

to complete the task at hand. H e knew no matter what 

happened once he fell overboard, God ca lled a second time  

and he had to obey.  

And he said unto them, Take me up, and cast me forth into the sea; 

so shall the sea be calm unto you: for I know that for my sake this 

great tempest [is] upon you. (Jonah 1:12)  
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Many times we get on a boat heading in a direction we ôre 

quite sure we shouldn ôt go into, but we do it anyway -  why? 

Driven by fear or insecurity or pride, who knows, but we still 

do it. Jonah wasnôt ñcalledò to Tarshish,  he was called to 

Nineveh  but he still followed his own head and heart and 

disaster followed.  

We sometimes get involved in ministries and wo rk and 

relationships that we know is not where we should be but we 

expect God to turn a blind eye, because our plan is better 

than His we say.  

You minister for instance as a counselor towards someone but 

you were not called to be a counselor and it all ho rribly 

backfires in your face. Or you go do missionary work 

somewhere up in Africa because it makes you feel like youôre 

doing something ñgoodò while youôre actually just feeding 

your insecurity with pride to get the hunger pains to go away, 

because youôre the ñanointed of Godò and no matter where or 

how you choose to minister God will bless it..  (Even though 

youôre not called to be a missionary but a intercessor or a 

teacher. )  Wrong.. Dead wrong..  

You come home with some strange tropical disease 

complaini ng to God that He didnôt guard over you while you 

were doing ñHis workò, but all the while God is saying, wake 

up Jonah, you are on the wrong boat, your course is wrong 

and until you trust Me and blindly jump overboard trusting 

that I can somehow bring you  back on the right track , you will 

have storms around you and boy do we have storms around 

us when we do this.  
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So we jump, we follow Godôs voice and for once jump in blind 

faith, landing on a soft beach with natives running to your 

aid.. Wrong again.. we b elieve, we jump, we fall in, we 

become fish bait..  

Now the LORD had prepared a great fish to swallow up Jonah. And 

Jonah was in the belly of the fish three days and three nights. 

(Jonah 1:17)  

 
So you ôre inside a fishôs belly -  nice goin g Jonah, that was a 
bright move..  Actually it was . Though you ôre temporarily 

harvesting a bad harvest due to the bad seeds you sowed 
youôre on the best path you could ever be  -  the path to 
repentance and the path to where God truly wants you to be.  

I t may not seem so while yo uôre inside the dark stinky belly of 
a whale but God is busy bringing everything in lin e for you.  

 

Jonah has a change of heart :  you truly repent, you turn from 

your selfishness and you want what God says is best for you..  

 

And said, I cried by reason of m ine affliction unto the LORD, and he 

heard me; out of the belly of hell cried I, [and] thou heardest my 

voice. For thou hadst cast me into the deep, in the midst of the 

seas; and the floods compassed me about: all thy billows and thy 

waves passed over me. Then I said, I am cast out of thy sight; yet I 

will look again toward thy holy temple. The waters compassed me 

about, [even] to the soul: the depth closed me round about, the 

weeds were wrapped about my head. I went down to the bottoms of 

the mountains; th e earth with her bars [was] about me for ever: yet 

hast thou brought up my life from corruption, O LORD my God. 

When my soul fainted within me I remembered the LORD: and my 

prayer came in unto thee, into thine holy temple. They that observe 

lying vanities forsake their own mercy. But I will sacrifice unto thee 
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with the voice of thanksgiving; I will pay [that] that I have vowed. 

Salvation [is] of the LORD.  

(Jonah 2:2 -9)  

 
Ok so now we get to the part where the fish gently loads 

Jonah off and he lands on the b each of Nineveh looking like a 

ñheroò like a true ñman of Godò riding that fish, standing on 

its back, striking é Close but again.. Wrong. Well actually not 

close at all..  

And the LORD spake unto the fish, and it vomited out Jonah upon 

the dry [land]. (Jon ah 2:10)  

 
And by the way, you got vomited out, laying on the beach, 

stinking, covered in fish vomit hearing God say.. ñok Jonah, 

now you ôre going to get up and walk for 3 days to find the 

city, youôll probably still stink of fish by the time you get there 

but this time you will speak M y words just as I command you 

to.ò ..  

Sound familiar?é  

God is God, God doesnôt get confused, people do, but I guess 

a good mouth full of sand and fish guts help s us to remember 

that.  

What happens then ? Jonah walks into Nine veh (I imagine still 

stinking of fish), a total stranger, he has no credibility, the 

place is one of the most vile towns in their known universe, 

he walks in stink y, broken, shamed, with no hope or wish to 

be there . He speaks the word of ñturn and repentò and 

everyone just laughs?  
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Not quite, everyone but everyone in the city repents;  even 

denying their animalôs water and food , too afraid God will 

strike them all down.  

Jonah realizes itôs not about him, itôs about God. He realizes 

Godôs will is always the o pen door to Godôs way. His hopes of 

doing things his way ruined but the lives of many people have 

been saved. .. Still  Jonah throws a pity  party.  

He feels very sorry for himself because he told God that once 

they hear this word these people will repent and he will look 

like a fool to some , for the word he brought will appear to 

have not come to pass, with some eventually maybe even 

saying it was never a true prophetic word and mocking him as 

a lunatic.  

He was so ashamed that God didnôt kill everyone in the city 

proving his word to be 100% accurate that he went and sat 

on a heap wishing to die.  

He would have rather ke pt  on his course seeing others suffer 

and cry than allow God to bring His plan of mercy to Nineveh. 

How often do we want to be right so desperate ly that we are 

willing to hurt others to be right. . . We are willing to rip others 

apart to try to prove to ourselves and the world that our sin 

and wrong mindset is actually ñGods will and wordò.  

How many times have you seen people trying to justify sin 

that is 100% in contradiction with Godôs word by claiming that 

ñGod told them to do itò, God is not confused my friends, but 

you might just be very confused. A nd we wonder why God 

says that we need to grow up into maturity because then only 
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will we discern what is truly the will of God for our lives. Only 

then ..  

And should not I spare Nineveh, that great city, wherein are more 

than sixscore thousand persons that cannot discern between their 

right hand and their left hand; and [also] much cattle? (Jonah 4:11)  

 
God was saying to him, ñMy grace is sufficient for Nineveh 

too, who are you to be judge, jury and executioner when I 

have all along planned to shower them in grace and forgive 

their sins. They too were formed in My image and I lov e them 

with an everlasti ng, all - consuming love .ò 

And why does God do this ? 

Wherefore we receiving a kingdom which cannot be moved, let us 

have grace, whereby we may serve God acceptably with reverence 

and godly fear: For our God [is] a consuming fire.  

 (Hebrews 12:28 -29)  

 
Because  God wants as many as possible of His beloved 

children to experience His grace and become part of His 
everlasting Kingdom and not become part of everlasting 

torment . 
 

Because God knows that no one made an  effort to tell them 
there is a way to Salvation, no  one warned them to turn from 
the world, no one taught them about grace and forgive ness 

and love and mercy é Everyone to o busy buying ship tickets 
to Tarshish because we believe we will be better o ff there.  
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16.  Let it go, itôs not yours 

The power to ministe r is from the Holy Spirit, itôs not from 
you.  

 

But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon 

you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea 

and Samaria, and to the end of the earth." (Acts 1:8)  

 

You cannot earn or buy  or deserve it, again, because itôs not 
yours, trying to earn or buy it grieves the Holy Spirit f or He 

knows if He helps you out then you will start thinking you 
command Him while He commands you.  

 

And when Simon saw that through the laying on of the apos tles' 

hands the Holy Spirit was given, he offered them money, saying, 

"Give me this power also, that anyone on whom I lay hands may 

receive the Holy Spirit." But Peter said to him, "Your money perish 

with you, because you thought that the gift of God could  be 

purchased with money! You have neither part nor portion in this 

matter, for your heart is not right in the sight of God.  

 (Acts 8:18 -21)  

 
The hope, joy and peace you experience is not fr om 

something you produced, itôs a gift from  the Holy Spirit.  
 

Now may the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace in believing, 

that you may abound in hope by the power of the Holy Spirit.   

(Romans 15:13)  

 

The Power to confirm the work of the Lord with miracles and 

gifts is not even yours, you are just a vessel.  
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For our gospel did not come to you in word only, but also in power, 

and in the Holy Spirit and in much assurance, as you know what 

kind of men we were among you for your sake.   

(1 Thessalonians 1:5)  

 

The measure of the gift of Christ, His grace, brings upo n us a 
calling, you donôt deserve it, and itôs a gift of grace.  
 

[There is] one body, and one Spirit, even as ye are called in one 

hope of your calling; One Lord, one faith, one baptism, One God and 

Father of all, who [is] above all, and through all, and in you all. But 

unto every one of us is given grace according to the measure of the 

gift of Christ.  

(Ephesians 4:4 -7)  

 
 
The prophetic words you speak are  not yours, you didnôt find 

them, you didnôt reveal them, and you  are  a mouthpie ce 
speaking what He wan ts you t o.  
 

The main thing to keep in mind here is that no prophecy of Scripture 

is a matter of private opinion. And why? Because it's not something 

concocted in the human heart. Prophecy resulted when the Holy 

Spirit prompted men and women to speak God's Word.  

 (2 Peter 1:20 -21)  

 

We do not reign of our own;  we have no dominion outside of 

what He gives us. Itôs on His shoulders not yours. 

For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the 

government shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall b e called 

Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The 

Prince of Peace.  

(Isaiah 9:6)  
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We canôt even win our own battles, He is the one that gives us 

the right to cast out demons, only in His name, in 

understanding that He is God can we  come to a place of 

victory because we realize any victory we try  to win ourselves 

is actually a battle lost, He is the only one that will win and 

we can only win as long as we walk in Him.  

Behold, I give unto you power to tread on serpents and scorpions,  

and over all the power of the enemy: and nothing shall by any 

means hurt you.  (Luke 10:19)  

 

The power to minister, preach, teach is not even ours, we can 
do nothing without Him.  
 

But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon 

you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all 

Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.  

(Acts 1:8)  

 
None of it is yours, you are a vessel in Godôs hands, a clay pot 

that He uses to pour out Oil over His children, the p ot is plain  

and of little value , itôs the precious Oil inside that count s, and 

that is not ours to keep or give in any case. We can just stay 

in His hand and thank Him for using us even though we donôt 

deserve it.  
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17.  Deal with òunstableò tendencies 

 

 Fore word on this section  

And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, 

evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers; For the perfecting of 

the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body 

of Christ: Till we all come in the unit y of the faith, and of the 

knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure 

of the stature of the fullness  of Christ: That we [henceforth] be no 

more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind 

of doctrine, by the sleigh t of men, [and] cunning craftiness, 

whereby they lie in wait to deceive; But speaking the truth in love, 

may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, [even] Christ: 

(Ephesians 4:11 -15)  

 
The more we come into the fullness of Christ, the more 

matur e we become, the less we act like children in the Spirit, 

being tossed to and fro by every strange doctrine, but 

standing firmly grounded in Christ , rightly discerning the 

Word. The more we walk in the Spirit, less we desire what is 

not part of Godôs will for our lives, even those ñministryò 

things we were not called for but that we sometimes seek in 

our own power.  

If you ôre struggling, youôre probably trying too  hard,  Jesus 

says we must take His yoke for His yoke is easy and His 

burden light, we must cast off every weight that holds us 

down as Paul says and run the race flat out  -  forgetting what 

is behind and looking forward.  
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"Are you tired? Worn out? Burned out on religion? Come to me. Get 

away with me and you'll recover your life. I'll show you how to take 

a real rest. Walk with me and work with me -- watch how I do it. 

Learn the unforced rhythms of grace. I won't lay anything heavy or 

ill - fitting on you. Keep company with me and you'll learn to live 

freely and lightly."  

(Matthew 11:28 -30)  

 
How many times  have you allowed people to hang things on 

you that are not of God? Things that try to impose  heavy 
religious requirements  and sometimes just downright  silly 
ideas.   

 
God is a God of love and relationship, not a God of show 

business and showboating.  
 
God is a God of mercy, love and grac e, not a God of 

condemnation seeking  self scarification  (to scratch open, to 
cut oneself to pieces)  from us  to try to earn forgiveness.  

 
God is the God who forgives in seconds , washing  away sins 
like it never existed before , not a God of making you feel 

guilty for  months afterwards for mistakes.   
 

God is a God of seasons, not a God of stagnation and 
imprisonment to someone elseôs ideas.  
 

God is not confused, but people often are.  
 

Wherefore seeing we also are compassed abou t with so great a 

cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which 

doth so easily beset [us], and let us run with patience the race that 

is set before us, Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of [our] 

faith; who for the joy that w as set before him endured the cross, 

despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne 
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of God. For consider him that endured such contradiction of sinners 

against himself, lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds. Ye have 

not yet resis ted unto blood, striving against sin. And ye have 

forgotten the exhortation which speaketh unto you as unto children, 

My son, despise not thou the chastening of the Lord, nor faint when 

thou art rebuked of him: For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, 

and s courgeth every son whom he receiveth. If ye endure 

chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he 

whom the father chasteneth not? But if ye be without chastisement, 

whereof all are partakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons. 

Furthermo re we have had fathers of our flesh which corrected [us], 

and we gave [them] reverence: shall we not much rather be in 

subjection unto the Father of spirits, and live? For they verily for a 

few days chastened [us] after their own pleasure; but he for [our]  

profit, that [we] might be partakers of his holiness. Now no 

chastening for the present seemeth to be joyous, but grievous: 

nevertheless afterward it yieldeth the peaceable fruit of 

righteousness unto them which are exercised thereby. Wherefore lift 

up th e hands which hang down, and the feeble knees; And make 

straight paths for your feet, lest that which is lame be turned out of 

the way; but let it rather be healed. Follow peace with all [men], 

and holiness, without which no man shall see the Lord: Looking  

diligently lest any man fail of the grace of God; lest any root of 

bitterness springing up trouble [you], and thereby many be defiled; 

Lest there [be] any fornicator, or profane person, as Esau, who for 

one morsel of meat sold his birthright. For ye know how that 

afterward, when he would have inherited the blessing, he was 

rejected: for he found no place of repentance, though he sought it 

carefully with tears. (Hebrews 12:1 -17)  

 
This list is there for you to test yourself too, see what things 

you need to d eal with, take warnings and grow from there .  

We all might have a little of some of these in our lives, but we 

do need to deal with it, and when there is too much of this we 

do have a problem  that needs to be addressed .  
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If you see these things in your own  life, pray about it, repent 

from it and seek Godôs help.  

If you see these things in the lives of others, pray abo ut it, 

only if God tells you to , speak the truth in love, never judging, 

never executing, never excusing,  never enabling,  just the 

truth in love. If you find that these things do not change in 

the personôs life you need to start praying, asking God if the 

season for you to walk with this person is over.  

There is  a very unhealthy enabling mindset that has grown in 

the Body of Christ, a  mindset  that is completely unscriptural 

and has led to many being hurt a nd abused in the Body of 

Christ -  the mindset I am talking about is the ñnever ending 

sufferingò mindset.  

The Bible  clearly in many places gives examples of types of 

people we should avoid, stay away from, not walk a road with 

but if you do so, following scripture you will quickly find 

yourself being labelled as ñjudgementalò and ñnot walking in 

loveò, be very careful of people that will try to keep the 

executioners and enablers in your life  because they 

themselves are enablers, not having dealt with their own 

insecurities.  

Please, please search the scriptures, you will find many 

warnings being ignored and almost ñwished awayò by 

ñmainstreamò Christianity.  

If God says you will give reckoning  for allowing a false 

prophet or teacher to spread his lies because you encourage 

him by being friendly, walking the road with him, do you 
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really think God will one day say to you ñwell done good and 

faithful servant, you were so nice to that man, too bad almost 

five thousand people went to hell because you allowed him to 

spread his false teaching in your church but hey, at least you 

were being a good guy..ò Do you really think God is pleased 

when you turn a blind eye to delusion and deceit ? 

Brothers and si sters we need to mature in Christ . The Bible  

has not changed, its guidelines have  not changed, and thus  

our mission and mandate has not changed.  

Some of the people on this list are enablers, some are 

executioners, and most  is a mixture of more than one of 

these ñpersonsò in different levels.  

You might see a little of each of them in yourself, you might 

take offence at what is written here . S ee that as a definite call 

from God to search your heart and pull out every root of 

every one of these ñpeopleò in your life. We cannot afford to 

walk around with this type of baggage around our necks, how 

will we run the race when we are so heavy burdened we can 

barely walk less run.  

Search me, O God, and know my heart: try me, and know my 

thoughts: And see if [there b e any] wicked way in me, and lead me 

in the way everlasting. (Psalms 139:23 -24)  

 
There are two scriptures used in conjunction by executioners 

to control and manipulate and enablers to justify their 

submission to this abuse, when you hear those two scriptur es 

coming out of the mouth of someone repeatedly you need to 

start praying and discerning about where God really wants 
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you to be. T hese scripture s talk  about ónot touching Godôs 

anointed ô, and órebellion being as witchcraft ô, between th ese 

two scriptures , taken totally out of context, whole ministries 

of lies, whole false doctrines and ultimately whole cults have 

been birthed.  

If a man tells you to do one thing and God tells you to do 

another, guess what, youôre not in rebellion when you 

question the man, youôre in rebellion when you grieve the 

Holy Spirit by ignoring  His guidance and running after that 

man because ñhe must be right, heôs an anointed of Godò. 

While  the anointing is not  his (or yours)  just like the hose pipe 

that waters your garden doesnôt own the water, itôs a 

hosepipe.. God is the source, never reject the source running 

after stagnant pools that have become bitter water because 

the flow of the Holy Spirit has been blocked and controlled by  

a person  who is either an executioner o r enabler or  most 

probably a bit of both.

You hypocrite, first take the log out of your own eye, and then you 

will see clearly to take out the speck that is in your brother's eye. 

(Luke 6:41 -42)  
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This section is not for you to point the finger at others but to 

first search yourself, and th en if God tells you to speak into or 
pray about the lives of others  and as a Holy Spirit lead move 

sometimes move on from seasons and people.  
 

 Blaming Betty  

We will start with Blaming Betty because I donôt want you 

getting to the end of this list just real izing you also have to 

repent of a few things. We could also call her Bitter Betty  (or 

even Baby Betty)  but I am sure you will get the idea.  

Make sure no one gets left out of God's generosity. Keep a sharp 

eye out for weeds of bitter discontent. A thistle  or two gone to seed 

can ruin a whole garden in no time. (Hebrews 12:15)  

 

That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of [things] in 

heaven, and [things] in earth, and [things] under the earth; And 

[that] every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ [is] Lord, to the 

glory of God the Father. Wherefore, my beloved, as ye have always 

obeyed, not as in my presence only, but now much more in my 

absence, work out your own salvation with fear and trembling. For it 

is God which worketh in you both to will an d to do of [his] good 

pleasure. (Philippians 2:10 -13)  

 

No prolonged infancies among us, please. We'll not tolerate babes in 

the woods, small children who are an easy mark for impostors. God 

wants us to grow up, to know the whole truth and tell it in love -- like 

Christ in everything. We take our lead from Christ, who is the 

source of everything we do. (Ephesians 4:14 -15)  

 
Repeat after me:  ñI must work out my own salvation with fear 
and trembling. ò No, really  say it:  ñI must work out my own 

salvation with fear  and trembling. ò  
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You might have been  tricked, you might have fallen  for some 

false doctrine or weird teaching or you were  convinced by a 

deluded person that a demonic manifes tation is from God , y ou 

were hurt and feel you want to blame someone.  

Get up, lo ok in the mirror and say to  the person you are 

looking at:  ñWork out your own salvation with fear and 

tremblingò. After that go on you r knees  and ask God to 

forgive you for falling for a lie, ask the Holy Spirit to forgive 

you for grieving Him by not respo nding to His gentle nudge 

that day that you felt something is just not quite right with 

this ñteacherò or ñprophetò or ñleaderò. Forgive and release 

the person in your heart thereby pulling out every root of 

bitterness.  

Move on after seasons ended;  do not stick around for round 
two of ñpin the lie on the baby ò and start running the race. 
Work out your own salvation with fear and trembling. It is 

your own responsibility to ensure your relationship with God is 
in right standing and that you know His voice and  follow only 

His voice and not fall for false teachings. Yours.  
 

Jesus answered them, I told you, and ye believed not: the works 

that I do in my Father's name, they bear witness of me. But ye 

believe not, because ye are not of my sheep, as I said unto you .

Some people are just so spiritual that not even God is 

ñspiritual enoughò for them, they wonôt obey the truth of 

walking in freedom with Christ,  and not yoking others with the 

law and senseless, useless rules , regulat ions and traditions  

that you wonôt even find in the Bible  to begin with .

works, cutting yourself of from Grace.  
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Yes there is spiritual meaning in numbers, the Bible  speaks 

about it in so many places, but hey, you really donôt have to 

buy a house because the amount of tiles on the front porch 

has a ñspiritual meaningò or go to a restaurant because the 

number of potatoes they put  on a plate equals ñfullnessò. 

Okay Iôm going too far with this explanation for a reason, to 

help you see just how ridiculous some become in their 

ñspiritualò act.  

You know what Suzie -  you donôt have to match the drapes in 

every room to a different prophetic colour because it 

ñreleasesò things over you.  

God gives us His names so we can meditate on them and 

start to understand His nature more and more not so we can 

inscribe them on the toilet se at so His nature is somehow 

supernaturally ñimpartedò on you when you go to the loo 

every time. M y dear friends have you heard of the Kaballah 

and its witchcraft.. We need to wake up my beloved friends;  

we are playing with profane fire thinking it to be Ho ly when 

we fall into such nonsense.  

Repent Suzie..  

Burn it !!  Chuck it !!  Paint over it !!  Repent !! Relationship !!  

 

 New Age Nelly  

New Age Nelly and (Super) Spiritual Suzie are twins, not 

identical twins but twins. You see New Age Nelly will go even 

a bit f urther than that, she will do the things (Super) Spiritual 
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Suzie does but she will also justify how buddhism and yoga 

and reiki and tarot cards and tea leaves and ñspeaking to the 

departedò and birth signs and who knows what else is actually 

also ña gift fr om  Godò and ñthere is nothing wron g with 

practicing these things because we live under graceò and 

anyone that calls sin sin is being ñlegalisticò. 

Nelly is a dangerous person to have around...  Nelly is a 

dangerous person to be.. .  

She is always an executio ner, standing ready with the stake 

to crucify anyone that questions the witchcraft and demonic 

idol worship she has fallen into.  

"The rest of you Thyatirans, who have nothing to do with this 

outrage, who scorn this playing around with the Devil that gets 

paraded as wisdom , be assured I'll not make life any harder for you 

than it already is.

If you have fallen into the trap of seeking angels for ñwisdomò 

and ñguidanceò and encounters and ñprotectionò my dear 

friend you need to get to God. Angels are Godôs to command, 

we speak to God, our relationship is with God, our hope is in 
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God, God is our strong tower, God is our protector, and the  

Holy Spirit brings divine revelation.  

If , and I say I f God sends an  angel to tell you something, take 

the message and th ank God and go on with your life  -

worshiping, loving and having a personal relationship with 

GOD not angels .

She , without blinking speaks against tongues, the prophetic, 

gifts of the Holy Spirit, miracles, boldly proclaiming it to be 

ñnot of Godò or ñsomething she doesnôt believe inò assuring 

everyone around her that she knows this for a fact . Dear 

sister you are grieving, hurting, denying the Holy Spirit of 

God, that is the Spirit of the very Christ you claim to be 

protecting with your uncensored , un -con templated  and  

unfounded  words.  

You need to become quiet before God (and quiet in general) 

before He brings you down to earth from your power trip of 

speaking out against God ôs children (notice I said children not 

anointed for ALL His children are now anoi nted according to 

Acts 2:17 -21, with Peter clearly stating that the pouring out 

of Pentecost is the fulfillment of that prophecy and from that 

day forward all shall be able to prophecy and dream dreams 

and see visions , not a select few anymore .)   

Nowhere  in the Bible  does it state that that time has stopped, 

only and I repeat only after Christôs second coming will 
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prophecy and tongues e tc. not be needed anymore for we will 

live in His presence evermore.  

for then shall there be great tribulation, such as ha s not been from 

the beginning of the world until now, nor ever shall be;  (22)  and if 

those days had not been cut short, no flesh had been saved; but on 

account of the elect those days shall be cut short.  (23)  Then if any 

one say to you, Behold, here is  the Christ, or here, believe it not.  

(24)  For there shall arise false Christs, and false prophets, and shall 

give great signs and wonders, so as to mislead, if possible, even the 

elect.  (25)  Behold, I have told you beforehand.  (26)  If therefore 

they  say to you, Behold, he is in the desert, go not forth; behold, he 

is in the inner chambers, do not believe it .  (27)  For as the 

lightning goes forth from the east and shines to the west, so shall 

be the coming of the Son of man.  (28)   For wherever the  carcase 

is, there will be gathered the eagles.  (29)  But immediately after 

the tribulation of those days the sun shall be darkened, and the 

moon not give her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and 

the powers of the heavens shall be shaken.  (30 )  And then shall 

appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven; and then shall all the 

tribes of the land lament, and they shall see the Son of man coming 

on the clouds of heaven with power and great glory.  (31)  And he 

shall send his angels with a great s ound of trumpet, and they shall 

gather together his elect from the four winds, from the one 

extremity of the heavens to the other extremity of them. (Matthew 

24:21 -31 )  

 

The Bible  states clearly that until all people in the whole world  
will see Him at once coming on the clouds , do not believe the 
wrong, false, distorted teachings of those claiming that Christ 

has come again. Even if you try to see the word ñcloudsò as 
persons, it still would say that until everyone can see Christ in 

everyone around them it w ill not be His coming, so that 
teaching needs to seriously be rethought.  
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Be still, and know that I am God: I will be exalted among the 

nations;  I will be exalted in the earth. (Psalms 46:10 )  

 

And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, with which ye have b een 

sealed for the day of redemption. (Ephesians 4:30)  

 

(39)  So then, brothers, seek to prophesy, and do not forbid to 

speak in tongues . (40)  Let all things be done decently and in order.  

 (1 Corinthians 14:39 -40)  

 

(1)  Follow after love, and be emulous of spiritual manifestations, 

but rather that ye may prophesy. (2)  For he that speaks with a 

tongue does not speak to men but to God: for no one hears; but in 

spirit he speaks mysteries. (3)  But he that prophesies speaks to 

men in edification, and encoura gement, and consolation. (4)  He 

that speaks with a tongue edifies himself; but he that prophesies 

edifies the assembly. (5)  Now I desire that ye should all speak with 

tongues, but rather that ye should prophesy. But greater is he that 

prophesies than he that speaks with tongues, unless he interpret, 

that the assembly may receive edification. (1 Corinthians 14:1 -5)  

 
Do you see that all these verses talking about prophecy  and 
tongues being of God and that it must not only be allowed but 
practised and sought  after, are in the New Testament, after 

resurrection of Jesus under  the New Covenant . Speaking in 
tongues and prophecy is meant for the  Body of Christ just as 

it was in the Bible .  
 
If you do not understand it and do not have it in your life pray 

and ask G od to reveal it to you and to break it open for you, 
donôt walk around speaking against that which is definitely of 

God because you donôt understand it. 
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(3)  I give you therefore to know, that no one, speaking in the 

power of the Spirit of God, says, Cur se on Jesus; and no one can 

say, Lord Jesus, unless in the power of the Holy Spirit.  (4)  But 

there are distinctions of gifts, but the same Spirit;  (5)  and there are 

distinctions of services, and the same Lord;  (6)  and there are 

distinctions of operation s, but the same God who operates all things 

in all.  (7)  But to each the manifestation of the Spirit is given for 

profit.  (8)  For to one, by the Spirit, is given the word of wisdom; 

and to another the word of knowledge, according to the same Spirit;  

(9)  and to a different one faith, in the power of the same Spirit; 

and to another gifts of healing in the power of the same Spirit;  (10)  

and to another operations of miracles; and to another prophecy; 

and to another discerning of spirits; and to a different o ne kinds of 

tongues; and to another interpretation of tongues.  (11)  But all 

these things operates the one and the same Spirit, dividing to each 

in particular according as he pleases.  (12)  For even as the body is 

one and has many members, but all the memb ers of the body, 

being many, are one body, so also is the Christ.  (13)  For also in the 

power of one Spirit *we* have all been baptised into one body, 

whether Jews or Greeks, whether bondmen or free, and have all 

been given to drink of one Spirit. (1 Corin thians 12:3 -13)  

 
Yes, the Bible  clearly warn s against false prophecy  and false 
teaching s and we need to pray about anything  spoken over us 

and make sure it is of God . The Bible  also clearly states that 
you shall know a prophet by his fruit s .  

 

(15)  But be ware of false prophets, which come to you in sheep's 

clothing, but within are ravening wolves. (16)  By their fruits ye 

shall know them. Do men gather a bunch of grapes from thorns, or 

from thistles figs? (17)  So every good tree produces good fruits, 

but the worthless tree produces bad fruits. (18)  A good tree cannot 

produce bad fruits, nor a worthless tree produce good fruits. (19)  

Every tree not producing good fruit is cut down and cast into the 

fire. (20)  By their fruits then surely ye shall know the m. (Matthew 

7:15 -20)

(10)  Humb le yourselves 

before the Lord, and he shall exalt you. (James 4:6 -10)  

 
Backtrack to the point where your teaching / theology was 
sound and restart t here, break down the badly built  wal ls, 

down to a sure foundation on  Christ and rebuild the walls 
strongly t his time, knowing that itôs better to start over and 
get it right than continue in delusion.

You cannot out -grace God. His grace is always enough.  

As the Lord  told me a while back ñGrace is never an excuse 

but always a solution.ò  

Really let that sink in..  

God loves you and no matter what you did (or are still doing) 

He knew it before the beginning of the world, and before the 

beginning of world, having seen al l our sin, all our 

shortcomings, all our delusion, all our pride, all our stink, He 

still decided we are worth dying for on a cross.  

 (16) For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten 

Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, b ut have 

everlasting life.  (17)  For God sent not his Son into the world to 

condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved.  

(18)   He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that 

believeth not is condemned already, because he hath  not believed in 

the name of the only begotten Son of God.  (19)  And this is the 

condemnation, that light is come into the world, and men loved 

darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil.  (20)  For 

every one that doeth evil hateth the ligh t, neither cometh to the 

light, lest his deeds should be reproved.  (21)  But he that doeth 

truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may be made manifest, 

that they are wrought in God. (John 3:16 -21)  

 

And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient for thee: for my strength 

is made perfect in weakness. Most gladly therefore will I rather glory 

in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me.  

(2 Corinthians 12:9)  
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(5) Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together 

with Christ, (by grac e ye are saved;)  (6)  And hath raised us up 

together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ 

Jesus:  (7)  That in the ages to come he might shew the exceeding 

riches of his grace in his kindness toward us through Christ Jesus.  

(8)  For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of 

yourselves: it is the gift of God:  (9)  Not of works, lest any man 

should boast.  (10)  For we are his workmanship, created in Christ 

Jesus unto good works, which God hath before ordained that we 

should wa lk in them. (Ephesians 2:5 -10)  

 

But we believe that through the grace of the Lord Jesus Christ we 

shall  be saved, even as they. ( Acts 15:11)  

 

Who hath saved us, and called us with an holy calling, not according 

to our works, but according to his own purpos e and grace, which 

was given us in Christ Jesus before the world began, (2 Timothy 

1:9)  

 
We are saved by grace and cannot earn it, we can only repent 

and grab onto His grace and love.  

No matter what you have done Godôs grace is enough for you.  

Repent.. T hat is all that God wants from you, repentance, 

turning away from sin and iniquity and getting back onto the 

road He has for you with the help of and by the power of the 

Holy Spirit.  

Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus 

Christ to  Himself, according to the good pleasure of His will, To the 

praise of the glory of His grace, wherein He hath made us accepted 

in the beloved. In whom we have redemption through His blood, the 

forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His grace.  (Ep hesians 

1:5 -7)  
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19.  Epilogue  

 

If I speak in the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, I 

am a noisy gong or a clanging cymbal.  (2)  And if I have prophetic 

powers, and understand all mysteries and all knowledge, and if I 

have all faith, so as to remo ve mountains, but have not love, I am 

nothing.  (3)  If I give away all I have, and if I deliver up my body 

to be burned, but have not love, I gain nothing.  (4)  Love is patient 

and kind; love does not envy or boast; it is not arrogant  (5)  or 

rude. It d oes not insist on its own way; it is not irritable or 

resentful;  (6)  it does not rejoice at wrongdoing, but rejoices with 

the truth.  (7)  Love bears all things, believes all things, hopes all 

things, endures all things.  (8)  Love never ends. As for pro phecies, 

they will pass away; as for tongues, they will cease; as for 

knowledge, it will pass away.  (9)  For we know in part and we 

prophesy in part,  (10)  but when the perfect comes, the partial will 

pass away.  (11)  When I was a child, I spoke like a child, I thought 

like a child, I reasoned like a child. When I became a man, I gave 

up childish ways.  (12)  For now we see in a mirror dimly, but then 

face to face. Now I know in part; then I shall know fully, even as I 

have been fully known.  (13)  So no w faith, hope, and love abide, 

these three; but the greatest of these is love.  

(1 Corinthians 13:1 -13)  

 
God loves us, let us through the help and power of His Holy 

Spirit grow into maturity that we might love Him with all our 
heart and love others as ourse lves, and learn to love 

ourselves.  
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In the words of the Master:  
 

(34) I give you a new commandment: that you should love one 

another. Just as I have loved you, so you too should love one 

another. (35) By this shall all [men] know that you are My dis ciples, 

if you love one another [if you keep on showing love among 

yourselves]. (John 13:34 -35)
